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AULONA FOLK FESTIVAL
Vlora, Albania 12-15 May, 2012

An early morning departure from Sofia was
planned to enable time for sightseeing in Skopje on
the way to Albania. Costumes were taken from the
wardrobe at the rehearsal hall beforehand. We
collected the boxes containing men's kalsi (calf
leggings); women's head pieces; pendari for
women's costumes (gold coin necklaces) and pafti
(women's belt buckles) at the last moment so they
could be loaded directly onto the bus. At 3.30 a.m.
it was a fairly subdued group of Zornitsa dancers
who set out on this tour but by mid-morning
everyone was in high spirits. Some were fortified
by the rakia being passed around and all of us
quickly devoured a pitka (round loaf of bread
served on special occasions) which had been baked
by one of the dancers. The bus took on a party
atmosphere with talented dancers doubling as
musicians and playing tapan, tarambouka and
tambura and with people dancing in the aisles.

We passed through several small towns and
villages in Albania on the way to Vlora, some of
which were amazingly modern with colourful
homes/buildings. A few had solar power and many
had small tanks on the roofs to catch the rainwater.
The countryside in Bulgaria and Macedonia looked
beautiful, so green after the winter. In Albania it
was like driving through a garden. In recent years it
has become an important agricultural region and
the ploughed fields contrasted with the vivid green
of the crops, olive trees and grapevines. Almost
hidden from view were many bunkers left over
from the days when the area was not so peaceful.

Vlora is in the south west coastal region of
Albania where the Adriatic and lonian seas meet. It
was founded as an ancient Greek colony in the 6th
century B.C. under the name of Aulon and was
continuously inhabited for about twenty-six
centuries. A lot of famous people were born here
including six former ministers and some well-
known singers. Independence of Albania was
proclaimed in Vlora in 1912. It is a modern city and
there seems to be very few old buildings still
standing. We were accommodated in a very nice
hotel in the main street. When we arrived on Friday
evening the pavements were packed with young
people parading up and down.

This is the fourth year the Aulona festival has
been held. It was created to promote cultural
tourism and tourism in general in Vlora and
surrounding areas. This year the festival was very
special as Albania is celebrating 100 years of
independence.

The opening ceremony on Saturday morning
was spectacular. Imagine a mixture of many
dancers from different countries linking hands and



dancing the Albanian Pogonishte
around the fountains in Flag Square.
There was a mass of colour from
gorgeous costumes. Apart from
Zornitsa, other groups participating in
the festival were:

- National Ensemble of Songs and
Dances Tirana, Albania with soloists,
dance groups and orchestra, created as a
professional group in 1957.

- Cultural Association Folklore group
"Lola," Bosnia-Herzegovina, established in 1946
- Cultural Association Folklore group "Kostilata"
from Arta, Greece, founded in 1970.

- "La Giostra" Group - Trischele, Sortino, Italy,
created in 1998. Musicians playing popular antique
Sicilian and Mediterranean music with folk
instruments.

- "Danilgrad" Folk Dance Ensemble, Montenegro,
founded in 2000.

- "Koprivnica" Folklore Ensemble, Croatia.

- "Lidhja e Prizrenit" ensemble, Prizren, Kosovo.
- "Lipa" Folklore Ensemble, Bratislava, Slovakia,
founded in 1948.

From Flag Square we drove to New Beach
where all groups performed one dance on a stage
overlooking the sea. A magical environment. Under
the blue sky and bright sunshine the gold sequins
on the costumes of the Zornitsa girls positively
glittered as they performed Shoppian Suite with the
young men.

After watching a presentation of one dance from
all groups it was evident that all were skilful
dancers. Some had their own fantastic musicians.

Over the four evenings different groups
performed for 30 minutes. On Saturday night we
watched the National Ensemble of Folk Songs and
Dances, Albania; Kosovo singer Shkurte Fejza and
"Lipa" Ensemble, Slovakia. Sunday night it was the
turn of Italy, Greece, Kosovo and Montenegro. The
weather was fine and the performances took place
in the Concert Square in front of the Palace of
Sports "Flamurtari." There is a wonderful ambience
associated with outdoor concerts.

On Monday it rained and the concert was
relocated to the nice but small theatre, Petro Marko.
Zornitsa performed along with the ensembles from
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rimm :_-9 Bosnia Herzegovina, Croatia and
c i singers Petrit Lulo and Farie Zogaj.

Tuesday was the final night and again
the concert took place in the theatre.
All the groups showed one dance.
Zornitsa had chosen Pusta Mladost, the
Macedonian dance which premiered at
our 30th anniversary concert last year.

Like the other countries represented
at the festival, Albania has a rich and
diverse folklore. Not just from Albania

1tself but from Albanians living in the Balkan

peninsular. The influence from Greeks and Slavs as
well as from Italians and Turkish people is
reflected in some of the folk dances; and vice versa.

We were the only group accommodated at Hotel
Rossi and this meant there wasn't a lot of contact
with the other ensembles. However, "Lidhja e
Prizrenit" from Kosovo ate with us so we got to
know them the best. They had marvellous
musicians, playing daulle (drum) and zurna. One
day the group returned from a concert and sat down
to lunch still dressed in costumes. Afterwards the
musicians struck up and we started dancing horo.
Unfortunately after a while this came to an end as
Emil Genov had scheduled a rehearsal for Zornitsa
and rehearsals took place in the dining room. Once
the tables/chairs were cleared away there was an
enormous space in which to dance, albeit
sometimes around the pillars.

The first two days there was time to swim. On
all tours we try to get the same bus driver who is
now a friend. Fortunately he likes to swim and
therefore was not hesitant about driving us to the
beach! Another day there was an excursion to the
Monastery of St. Mary on Zvernec Island in the
Narta Lagoon (connected to the mainland by a
bridge). It was built in the 13th century and is a
spiritual oasis for Christians in the area.

In the late evenings we were either at the beach
disco or held parties at the hotel. After the final
night concert all groups ate together in a restaurant
then went to the disco for the presentation of
certificates and exchange of presents. Some
Zornitsians then partied on back at the hotel until 4
a.m. Wednesday when we left for Bulgaria (I and
others managed to get a couple of hours' sleep!)

The scenery to Ohrid was spectacular with
rolling hills, rivers and gorges. Much of the way the
narrow road hugged Lake Ohrid which stretches
from Macedonia into Albania. The old town of
Ohrid is beautiful. And so on to Sofia arriving
about midnight, weary but happy to have taken part
in the energising, captivating Aulona festival and to
have made many new friends, including our two
young guides who took such good care of us.

ALBANIAN FOLKDANCE

Albanian folk dances show a very diverse
pattern of styles and characteristics, which makes it
impossible to make a general description in order to
distinguish them as “Albanian”. On one hand there
are big differences between the dances from the
Gheg people in the north and Tosk people in the
south; on the other hand we have the influences of
the neighbouring countries and from past foreign
invaders. In this respect we have to take into
consideration that Albanians lived and still live
outside the political borders of the Republic of
Albania and Kosovo.

The influence from Greeks and Slavs, as well
as from Turks and Italians, is reflected in some of
the Albanian folk dances to a greater or lesser
extent; however some Greek, Slav and Italian folk
dances are influenced by Albanian folk dances.

The well-known Greek folk dance Tsamiko
clearly refers to the Cam people of Albanian origin
living in the border areas with Greece in Epirus - a
disputed region between Greece and Albania. The
well-known Macedonian folk dance Beratce refers
to the city of Berat in Albania. The Albanian folk
dance Valle Katjusha is in fact the same as the
Pajdusko oro or Baidusko from Macedonia and
Greece, known in Bulgaria and Romania as well.

In parts of Albania, close to the Macedonian
border we encounter Albanian folk dances with
Slavic names, like Zensk, in Slav language meaning
women’s dance. The tunes may be the same or the
names may be the same, but the character and style
of the dances is very different. We also find dances
with the name Hora. The Tirana wedding dance
Napoloni looks and feels similar to an Italian
Tarantella danced in couples, but the steps are
typical for Tirana. And of course we should not
forget the Greek minority with their Albanian
versions of Kalamatianos, Karaguna and others,
within southern Albania, nor the Slavic villages in
the eastern and northern parts of Albania. A
relation to Turkish influence can be found in the
dance from the Mati region called Zebekshe,
translated as the dance of the freedom fighters,
referring to the Turkish Zeybek fighters. The dance
however has no characteristics in common with the
Zeybek dances of western Turkey. In Kosovo the
term Alaturca is used for some folk dances in the
same way as the term Alafranca is used for certain
costume parts, stating clearly that this comes from
the Turks or from the French fashion.

But apart from this, Albanian folk dances have
a character and style of their own. Albanians may
have folk dances to Greek or Slav tunes but their
style of dancing to these tunes is different from
their neighbours. Although the steps of the Valle
Katjushka are more or less the same as the
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Pajdusko steps in Macedonia, the dance is executed
as an open circle dance without hands held, more a
solo dance with a lot of solo turns and arm and
hand movements, specific to the Albanian tradition.

It also should be mentioned that several folk
dances originating from one region of Albania or
Kosovo, have become popular throughout the entire
Albanian communities. Valle Kuksit, originating
from the Kukeés region in the north, has become
popular as a wedding dance throughout Albania,
while the Pogonishte from the south has made its
way up to the northern parts as well. These are
recent developments and of course modern society
with modern transportation and communication
through radio and television have made this
possible in a rapid way. Exchanges between
different regions have had their impact as well.
Interaction between the Albanians of different
regions still occurs and is proof of the evolution of
folk dances within the tradition of Albanian folk
dances and folklore in general.

Although the separate dances had their own
names (and some still have) the dances are often
named by the region where they come from. The
most common form is Valle (Vallja is also used).
This might cause confusion as one Valle Korcare is
not the same dance as another Valle Korcare. In
order to make clear which dance is meant the title
of the song to which the dance is executed or the
specific style or gender of the dancers may be
added to the name. Names may also refer to
professions, historical events, people, animals etc.

Despite the diversity in styles the folk dances of
the Albanian people have their own unique
character and styles, which distinguish them from
those of the neighbouring countries. The main
characters are: many couple dances, often without
holding hands; solo dances; more vertical
movements; wide arm and hand movements and
using all the space available - this character is often
described as being related to the Albanian desire
for complete freedom.

However, we should not forget that research
about folk dances started only after WWII within a
changing world. The preservation of the folklore
under the socialist regime was encouraged, but also
brought some changes to the traditional dances. A
lot of dances were recorded at festivals, with
adaptations to the choreography to make them fit
for presentation on stage. In 1976, during a
congress on the ethnology of Albania, Professor
Ramazan Bogdani already mentions this
phenomenon as well as the loss of many dances in
3/8 measure. Ritual meanings of dances have also
been lost in the process.

The most popular dances are the Valle
Pogonishte for most festivities, Valle Napoloni for
wedding parties, Valle Kuksit and the Valle Shamia



e Beqarit, which is the last dance at a wedding
party, danced by the bride and groom, burning the
bachelor’s kerchief.

PUEBLO INGLES - SPAIN

In February Footnotes (Iss. 127) an article was
published about Pueblo Ingles. Anna decided she
liked the idea of visiting Spain and spending a week
meeting people, talking to them in English in
exchange for complimentary accommodation, food
and wine. This is the story of her recent stay - for

I just loved Spain; from the moment I started
walking around I had the feeling it was my kind of
place. First impression of Madrid was LARGE as
in enormous buildings - including the beautiful
modern airport; takes an age to exit, I seemed to be
walking miles. The express bus service into the
centre is great with only three stops and [ had a 15
minute walk to my hostal. Easy walk too, unlike
Sofia the streets/boulevards/pavements are
"proper," to quote my ex landlady, the route had
wide pavements with no holes and no cars parked
on them!

The hostal (small private hotel) was in a super
location, within walking distance of all the main
sights. It was in an interesting street, narrow and
filled with bars and cafes and a disco not far away.
I didn't try and cram too much in, it was very hot.

I was at my hostal early afternoon so there was
time to check out the Prado Museum. I'm not into
heavy Dutch paintings but there were some nice
paintings (including portraits) by Goya and I liked
some of the paintings by Tintoretto, Guido Reni
and others and the bronze Hermaphrodites caught
my eye. During the next day and a half | visited the
Royal Palace; strolled around the old city soaking
up the atmosphere; sat at the counter in a bar a
couple of times and, surrounded by Spaniards, ate
tapas with a beer; gazed in awe at many beautiful
historical buildings in and around Plaza Mayor and
other plazas; happened across San Miguel indoor
market which is not really a market at all - fruit,
sweets, flowers and a few other things (all
beautifully presented) are sold but it's mainly for
eating and drinking. I had some tasty paella there.
So much to see, it was a toss-up whether to rush
around taking in more museums or get the feel of
the place and I opted for the latter - I'll just have to
go back!

One day we had lunch with a couple of the
organisers from Pueblo Ingles and then went
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upstairs to the flamenco school and watched a short
performance; just one girl dancing accompanied by
a guitarist and a singer, all excellent. This was the
first meeting with the other Anglos before we
departed for Andalucia the following morning.

The drive to Cazorla (in Jaen, Andalucia) was
pretty - you'd think driving past thousands of olive
trees would be boring but it wasn't. They stretched
to the horizon and looked to be in patterns with
small villages sometimes dotted amongst them.
After passing through the town of Cazorla we
drove some distance along a very winding road
with hairpin bends then down into a lush valley
where the hotel was situated.

The English course was great, pretty full-on but
stimulating and fun. We were 18 Anglos including
three Australians, British, American, Canadian, an
Indian girl born in London and another English girl
with Greek Cypriot parents. It was a perfect
balance with 18 Spanish as well. We were talking/
listening from breakfast at 9 a.m. until the bar
closed around 1 a.m., sometimes later though not
all of us stayed that late! Mornings were one to
ones, 3 sessions with different people, strolling
around or sitting under the trees. The hour before
lunch was two to twos; usually we were given a list
of subjects to discuss.

Lunch was at 2pm then free time when some of
us went for a swim and lazed around the pool. At 5
p-m. there was group activity - about 5 or 6 people
doing different things thought up by the M.C. She
was a New Zealander who lives in Madrid and was
wonderful as was the Programme Director, born in
Spain of British parents. There were two more
hours of one to ones and the hour before dinner was
Presentation/ Theatre time. Neither are compulsory
but we are encouraged to participate and I went
prepared with a disc and taught Pravo Horo one
night. Presentation time was limited to 5-10
minutes so I chose the easiest dance which anyway
was not so easy for some! I'd also taken along
Martenitsi to show and speak about in case they
didn't want me to teach a dance and I ended up
doing that too. I had a map and photos to show at



the one to one sessions. Some participants asked
me to teach another dance one night but there
wasn't time.

Twice I spoke on the phone instead of face to
face and others did the same, some participated in
conference calls. I also sat in on presentations given
by the Spanish; they were required to do two,
speaking about work and/or other things and were
assessed on these presentations.

The hotel was super, delicious food; an
enormous variety; 3 courses with wine for lunch
and dinner - meat, fish, prawns, calamari, partridge
pate, delicious salads with asparagus, avocado etc.

One night we were told to meet outside after
dinner, someone from Perth entertained us with a
fire display. Then we were shown the making of
Queimada, a Galician spirit distilled from wine and
flavoured with special herbs or coffee, plus sugar,
lemon peel, coffee beans and cinnamon. Typically,
while preparing the punch, a spell or incantation is
recited so that special powers are conferred to the
queimada and those drinking it. Then the queimada
is set alight, and slowly burns as more brandy is
added. A couple of “witches” arrived for this part
of the ceremony.

Had a party one night with dancing and one
morning we went on an excursion to Cazorla, a
nice little town. A great bunch of people and it was
really nice to mix with Spanish people in this way
and learn about them, their work, families, Spain
and a hundred other things. Many had a really high
level of English; eight are doing the Pueblo Ingles
Masters course. Their fields of work varied
considerably.

Back in Madrid for a day before flying out I
walked miles to see more of the city and the home
of the Marquis of Cerralbo who was a collector.
His home is a museum filled with the most amazing
things. In the evening I went back to the restaurant
to see the full length flamenco show. It was super,
3 musicians, 2 singers, a man and woman dancing.
Both excellent, the young man was fantastic.

So, all in all, a wonderful experience - would
love to return to Spain and to Pueblo Ingles.

As well as many
requests, eight Latin American dances were
featured: Chilili (Bolivia, an old favourite),
Ciranda (Brazil, an excellent follow-the-leader
dance), T’xai Oke (Amazon Brazil), Jacku (Andina,
Peru), Tres Golpes (“3 strikes” from Colombia),
Carnavalito (Bolivia), Pajaro Blanco (“white bird”
with flying movements from Equador) and El
Pescador (“the fisherman” from Columbia).
Fortunately Maria walked us through most of these,
as did Lesley with partner dances Caribbean Mixer
(West Indies — nearly in South America) and
Courante (France). The latter looked so elegant
when done with masks and fans. Maria mentioned
that various European ethnic groups have set up
communities in South America, who pass on their
dances e.g. the Croatians and some gypsy
minorities. Sounds a bit like OZ and its
multiculturalism!

Just before our scrumptious supper, lucky door
prizes were won by new member Marilyn and
Grace, our membership secretary. Congratulations
to you both! By supper-time, only Griff was left
masked, and even he decided to unmask for the
washing-up! Others had found their masks quite
comfortable to wear most of the evening, but some
discarded theirs early on for quite valid reasons:
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hurting one’s nose, leaving dye on one’s nose;
preventing one from seeing one’s feet! (Shouldn’t
we be looking at someone else’s feet, especially
someone who knows the dance?) We certainly had
plenty of giggles along the way, trying to recognise
so many mystery dancers by their voices or other
cues.

It’s always well worth the effort to get up and
g0 to these mid-winter functions and if that
involves masking up and dressing up, so much the
better. A hearty thank you to all the organisers and
attendees!

BROOM DANCES

Does your group do a broom dance or do you
only use brooms for cleaning the hall after a class?
I recently had an email from an English friend who
wrote “.... | went to Cambridge for a meeting of
Folk Educators. This was really interesting, the
highlight of the day being a visit by school-children
performing the Broom Dance. It apparently
originates with Travellers in that area who made
brooms to sell and devised this lovely dance using
the brooms.”

Broom dances may have originated because the
broom is important for purifying a ritual space.
While invocations, rituals, dances and sacred drama
were proceeding around a fire, a broom was waved
to chase away negative spirits, as well as to thin the
smoke which caused eyes to water.

Most broom dances tended to be danced by men
as a "show off" performance to attract women with
their fitness, moves and agility. If a man failed to
attract women to dance with him at a gathering he
would break into a broom dance. Brooms are also a
fertility symbol, thus their importance as a wedding
custom in many cultures.

There is a tale of broom dances originating
from travelling gypsies who would dance around
brooms and garden tools they were selling in a
market place to bring attention to their wares. This
dance by gypsies may also have been to enchant
potential shoppers into believing that these dances
bestowed good luck and good health charms onto
the wares they sold.



Broom dancing suddenly became popular and
widespread during the mid-19th century in Ireland
and England simultaneously. People were starting
to gather more often for celebrations and picnics at
remains of ancient sacred sites. Self-appointed
pseudo druids became organisers of such events
and dances made from fragments of tradition were
encouraged and performed for these occasions.

The broom used to be important during wedding
ceremonies when the bride and groom would “jump
the besom” (a traditionally constructed broom made
of a bundle of twigs tied to a stout pole).

A broom was placed in front of the doorway of
a married couple's new home. The newlyweds had
to jump over it into their home without kicking,
landing on or moving the broom. Some used the
symbol in reverse to dissolve marriages by jumping
backwards over the same broom before several
witnesses. There are reports of early gypsy and
other nomadic cultures using this tradition.

During the days of slavery Negroes were not
allowed to marry inside churches, instead a broom
was laid before an open air altar and the couple was
declared married once they jumped over it. This
tradition vanished from African-American
weddings because it was a reminder of slavery.
After the “Roots” TV series was aired in 1977 this
tradition became popular again and African-
Americans marrying today regard this ritual as a
way of honouring their ancestors rather than as a
reminder of the times of slavery.

Today, if a broom is used for jumping over
and/or for brushing over the heads of the couple
being married, it is kept as a keepsake. Often this is
because the wedding broom is a symbol of the
vows and bonds of the marriage. In times past this
wedding broom was a symbol for the wife's
commitment to household chores, but it also
symbolised that whoever held the rod of the broom
was the ruler of the home. Sometimes whoever
jumped the highest over the broom was considered
to be the head of the household - in a majority of
cases this was the man.

A form of jumping-the-broom at weddings has
been traditional in Wales since at least the 16th
century and its origins are unknown. Some claim it
was picked up from Romani gypsies that moved
into the country, and some say the Romani picked
up the tradition from the Welsh and spread it
around Scotland and England. In Wales flowering
branches from the shrub "broom" were used in the
brush section of the broom.

Another interesting wedding custom with a
broom is the Jewish Mazhinka dance. This is
performed at the wedding of the last child in the
family to be married. At this dance, the mother of
the child dances with a broom to symbolically
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"sweep out" their home which has now become an
empty nest as all children have flown.

PYRRHIC DANCES

While reading an article in which Pyrrhic dance
was mentioned, and wanting to know more, I did a
quick search and found the following in Wikipedia.

The Pyrrhichios (Pyrrhic dance) is described by
Xenophon in his work the Anabasis. In the work he
describes a festival held in Trapezus to celebrate
the arrival of his troops in the city. The following is
a paraphrase of his account.

During that festival two Thracian women,
dressed as men, fought with knives in circular
dance to the sound of a lyra. He further describes
the two dancers struggling with one another for
victory and the opponent's death. At one point one
of the dancers stabbed the other to the shock and
amazement of the crowd. The blood that flowed
and the subsequent collapse of the defeated dancer
further shocked the observers who cried out in
horror. The victor proceeded to dance around the
defeated opponent. Suddenly, in a theatrical
realisation of his deed, he proceeded to kneel by the
victim in anguish and stab himself. This further
shocked the crowd some of whom rushed to abate
this deed. When doing so, they realised that the
entire proceeding was fake, as the blood was
thickened dye. The two dancers then arose to the
amusement of all present.

This dance is loosely maintained in one form or
another throughout Greece. However, the Pontian
people have maintained it to this day, as accurately
as it was described by Xenophon.

The Serra is another Pyrrhic (warlike) dance
which is commonly danced by Pontians. The dance
is described by Xenophon in the 4th century BC
and consists of 2 men fighting with knives in circle
formation with a Lyre playing.

OH, WHAT A NIGHT....

On the 30th June 2012, some friends and I
decided to attend a Contra Dance held at the
Ermington Community Centre, Ermington
(Sydney). While not usually my style of dance I
decided to give it a go. I had attended a Contra
Dance once before so knew there would be high
energy dancing.

This dance has been held every year for the last
ten years and is a fundraiser for The Royal Flying
Doctors Service of Australia, South Eastern
Section. This year the Royal Flying Doctors
Service was celebrating 84 years of service, so not
only was it a great dance it was also for a very
worthwhile cause.



The dance went from 7 pm -11 pm and was so
much fun: Live music from “Pastrami on Ryebuck”
with the dances being taught and called by Julie
Bishop. The hall was packed with two lines the
length of the hall making up two longways sets.....
and eat your heart out folk dancers.... as many men
as women so none of the “Do you want to be the
man or the lady?” before each dance.

Supper was served towards the end of the
evening to help us replenish our reserves, then back
to the dance floor.....

I will definitely go again next year. I'm told that
once more it will be held around the middle of the
year but at its usual venue in Granville (Sydney).

OLYMPIC FOLK DANCE

A project that adapts traditional English folk
dances for wheelchair-users has been recognised by
organisers of the London 2012 Olympic and
Paralympic Games.

Folk in Motion takes traditional English folk
dances dating back to the 1600°s and adapts them
for wheelchair-users, to produce a new form of
dance that those taking part have called “wolk”.

Wolk is danced in pairs, with a group of pairs
making up a team, usually of eight dancers. Teams
dance at the pace of the slowest member.

Dr Ju Gosling, who created the project and is
based in the 2012 host borough of Newham, said:
“We believe that dance is for everyone. With no
body movements required, wolk is open to all
wheelchair-users, including people who need to be
pushed. Forming a wolk team is also a great way to
have fun and make friends.”

Gosling is hoping the Folk in Motion project
(which is supported by the English Folk Dance and
Song Society) will boost interest and participation
in wheelchair dance.

Wheelchair dance sport is recognised by the
International Paralympic Committee, although it is
not included within the Paralympics itself. There
are fewer than 15 wheelchair dance sport clubs in
the UK, compared with more than 10 times that
number in the Netherlands.

Gosling also hopes local wheelchair-users will
take part in a wolk project at the Together
International Disability Arts Festival, which is due
to take place in parallel with the Paralympics, in a
park in Newham, less than two miles from the main
Olympic Park.

There could also be a performance on what is
likely to be the penultimate day of the festival,
Saturday 8 September.

Gosling is director of the festival, which will
put disability rights at its heart, and will be led by
the UK Disabled People’s Council.
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The Folk in Motion project was founded last
November following Gosling’s exhibition, Canning
Town Folk, which looked at the work of three
women from the English folk dance movement, and
their links with Canning Town in east London,
early in the last century.

While working on the exhibition, Gosling
realised the dances could be adapted for
wheelchair-users. A development week was funded
by Arts Council England.

The project provides free downloadable
choreography, music, scores and teaching videos
on its website.

Lord (Seb) Coe, chair of the London 2012
organising committee LOCOG, said: “Folk in
Motion is encouraging disabled people to fulfil
their potential. I am proud that with the help of
partners such as Folk in Motion and the English
Folk Dance and Song Society, we are delivering
our vision to use the power of the Olympic Games
and Paralympic Games to boost participation in
wheelchair dance.”

Folk in Motion is available for demonstrations
and to lead workshops, and next year plans a tour
of folk festivals.

FRENCH DANCE WORKSHOP

Caf¢ au lait by the Seine, Eiffel Tower in the
background, and the dances at the Moulin Rouge
nightclub in the evening.... Forget it! Get real!
There’s a saying that “you don’t have to be French
to be a Parisian”, with the implication that France
means regional, with many flavours and a variety
of languages. And that’s where we went for Laurel
de hVietri’s workshop in Redfern, Sydney, on June
17"

We tripped through tasty morsels from
Provence, Gascogne (Gascony), Alsace, French-
speaking Belgium and West Bretagne (Brittany),
testing out our tongues on the speech of those
regions.

Common to all of them was a feisty energy,
even in the Gavotte du Bas-Léon (West Bretagne),
designated as a sombre dance, in which you look
down at the floor. The foreboding minor key of the
music still supports forceful steps and swinging
arms.

And then we were introduced to Non podrio
anar plus mau. This translates (from Occitan, the
Provencal language) as ‘Things couldn’t get much
worse’. You may just find yourself thinking exactly
that as you dance this branle, once again mixing up
the double and single step combinations in varying
directions which are characteristic of this dance
type. Those double left, single right, single left,



double right sequences, interspersed with a chorus
of double left, single right certainly got us making
mind and foot connections on a Sunday morning.

Actually, it can get worse. Part of the refrain is
the quickly sung ‘nyga, nyga, nyga’, which some
feel is far too close to the racist ‘N’ word used in
the United States in less enlightened times. (If I tell
you ‘nyga’ is pronounced ‘neega’, do you get my
drift?)

Considering the song is satirical dating back to
the 16™ Century, any similarity to the insulting
American word is coincidental. However, some of
Laurel’s students in Perth refuse to sing that bit
because of the resemblance. An interesting
question, how far an antique foreign word can be
said to be impinging on a much more modern word
from a different continent.

Wikipedia tells us that “at the end of the 20th
century and the beginning of the 21st century, the
residents of Provence were struggling to reconcile
economic development and population growth with
their desire to preserve the landscape and culture
that make Provence unique.”

Leave aside language, dance into the world of
flying needles, warp and weft. La Couturiére (The
Seamstress) evokes both the dressmaker and her
materials. The dancers weave in and out of each
other, creating the fabric she needs. First they
looped their way to a secure thread, circling their
partner whilst still in the full circle. And with the
thread they formed the first firm double stitches —
the steps repeated in either direction around the
circle.

Circling with your partner whilst touching
palms is the embroidery on the dress. The last
gypsy circle before you start the dance again is the
finishing of the hem before Marie starts on Mrs
Tournier’s skirt.

The weaving of life, the seamstress in her attic.
Ribbons, threads, needles in and out. The piquant
music, with its sweet plucked instrument and quaint
tune, evokes the whole scene of this dying art. Was
there a special picnic/festival day for seamstresses?
Did they dance this dance on that day and hope to
attract the young village men? Certainly the dance,
a mixer, lets you meet plenty of new partners....

Then again, I’ve just looked again at the sheet of
instructions for this dance. It was ‘inspired by’ R.
Schneider’s ‘Salamandre’, so perhaps it’s a newly
invented dance? Schneider is the German for, yes,
seamstress/tailor. Alsace is on the border with
Germany, one of those regions with ever-changing
jurisdictions. Perhaps the couturiére was patching
together the two co-existing cultures.

Contrary to expectations, the most complex
dances were the Gascony congos. None of that
waist-holding, fun, snaking line business. The
Congo de Luxey, danced in sets of four made up of
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two couples, involved some tricky crosses and
partner swapping. Laurel’s diagrams posted on the
wall helped untangle what may have been a knot no
seamstress could undo.

The Congo de Sos, danced in a set of eight, also
kept you on your toes, both literally and
figuratively. Make sure you swap with the right
person at the right time on the right diagonal! And
try to do all those turns on the spot in between. Lots
of fun for those who don’t get dizzy.

The Bralea from Pays Basque is perhaps most
marked for allowing a 45 degree turnout of both
front and back feet. We are in the country where
ballet started, after all.

Some mention has already been made of the
music from the day. No matter which region it
came from, just like most French classical music, it
is poignant, hitting a sweet spot in the heart. The
pipes and bandoneon feature often and immediately
conjure up musicians in country settings. The
village fair days are redolent in the rhythms, beats
and tunes. I can imagine the striped tents, drink and
food stalls (okay, here’s where the croissants and
crépes come in, perhaps), the men in waistcoats
drinking pastis, the flowers and cows....

Laurel travels to France every two years to take
part in workshops. In France, as she showed us on
her DVD, many people, both young and old, come
together to dance their regional heritage. A smaller
group from diverse locations came to Redfern and
will take the dances back to these spots. Thank you,
Laurel, for crossing the vast deserts between Perth
and Sydney to once again bring us part of the ‘real’

UNEXPECTED ENCOUNTER

(The following is part of an email I received from a
Canadian friend staying in Skopje, Macedonia
before heading to a folk dance seminar in Vevcani.
What amazing experiences are out there waiting for
us when we travel! Danni)

Local transport and food expenses are minimal;
dinners amount to less than $10 for 2. We enjoyed
our first day at the "Turkish" market, returning to
our 2011 shoemaker to purchase woven leather folk
dance "opinci" shoes. We were amused by the all-
male traffic jam in the narrow labyrinth bazaar
passageway as a lengthy single line exited from an
interior Mosque's afternoon call to prayer.

Later at dinner, four gifted young men
entertained us in our hostel's indoor/outdoor dining
area. Their repertoire of traditional songs and
rhythms demonstrated a virtuosity that gave me the
shivers in the 38° C heat. One set was 90 minutes
with seamless transitions and key changes - each
melody enhanced by their four-part harmony. We
couldn't resist dancing to Bitola and a rachenitsa



during the dining entertainment over the weekend.

Saturday we ventured west on a one-hour local
bus trip to Tetovo. Having missed our anticipated
stop at the Painted Mosque we returned to our
destination in a taxi. Hearing live music we decided
to investigate. An unassuming and dreary building
revealed a long open entryway. Perhaps a studio
musician was practising? We proceeded up a
stairway to the next level. The open doorway
revealed a sight that dazzled our eyes!! Women in
full-length ornate dresses featuring red, black or
gold velvet offset with intricate gold or silver
embroidery were dancing on a large dance floor.
Layers of gold jewellery, and gems on all fingers
added to the glam.

The women danced trance-like in a circle to a
slow cocek. We received a warm welcome and
joined the circle which featured a white-veiled
woman. Later we were taken aside and treated to a
traditional food plate of salami, olives, bread sticks
and layered noodle dough. There were many
embraces and kisses on both cheeks as we departed
- dazed by this surreal encounter. Was this a
women's pre-wedding ritual?
